“CASPIAN SEA DAY”-2025
“The public initiatives contribution to the protection of

the Caspian sea marine environment”
(Information review)

The Tehran Convention and its protocols are the legal basis for the regional
environmental cooperation in the field of the protection of the Caspian environment from all
sources of pollution,including the protection, preservation, restoration of the biological diversity
and sustainable and rational use of the living resources of the Caspian Sea.

The main actual thematic areas of the Tehran Convention in 2025 were:

-Caspian Sea level fluctuation in accordance with article16 of the Tehran Convention;
-pollution from land-based sources,including including marine litter and marine plastic
waste - Moscow Protocol.

Also in 2025, the activities of the Tehran Convention in other thematic areas were continued,
such as:

-monitoring of the environment of the Caspian Sea in accordance with article 19 of the
Tehran Convention, of the Environmental monitoring program (EMP) and the in the framework
of cooperation Tehran Convention with the Coordinating Committee on Hydrometeorology and
Pollution Monitoring of the Caspian Sea (CASPCOM);

-environmental emergencies in accordance with article 16 of the Tehran Convention and
Aktau Protocol.

The "Caspian Sea" Day" is the main event for the implementation of the thematic directions
of the Tehran Convention, established by the decision of the First session of the Conference of
the Parties to the Convention (2007, Baku, Azerbaijan), to commemorate entered into force the
Tehran Convention - (August 12, 2006) to expand the participation of the public and other
interested parties in solving the environmental problems of the Caspian Sea.

Within the framework of the “Strategy for civil society engagement in the protection of the
marine environment of the Caspian sea” of the TehranConvention which was adopted at the
3rd session of the Conference of the Parties to the Tehran Convention, (Aktau, Kazakhstan,
August 2010) the Caspian Day is defined as the main event to promote the activities of the
Tehran Convention in the field of preserving the sea and coastal environment of the Caspian Sea.

In Russia “Caspian Sea Day”-2025 - “The public initiatives contribution to the
protection of the Caspian sea marine environment” in connection with the upcoming on
August 12, 2026 the twentieth anniversary of the Tehran Convention entered into force and
fifteen of the adoption of the “Strategy for civil society engagement in the protection of the
marine environment of the Caspian sea” is devoted to considering the role of the public and



other interested parties in solving the environmental problems of the Caspian within the
framework of the activities of the Tehran Convention.

The main goal of this  Information review is the definition of the functional areas
“Caspian Sea Days” 2008-2019, the identify main thematic areas and recommendations of the
“Caspian Sea Day” this period, which are relevant for 2025, as well as the definition of the
actual public organizations, the activities of which corresponds to identified topics.

“Caspian Sea Days” 2008-2019 included such functional directions as the formation of
national mechanisms for the implementation of the Tehran Convention, propaganda of the
Tehran Convention among the public and other interested parties, the formation of tripartite
partnerships public — business.

The formation of national mechanisms for the implementation of the Tehran Convention
was determining for meetings of the “Caspian Sea Day” 2008-2019*

The national mechanisms for the Tehran Convention implementation in the context of
ensuring ecological safety and socio-economic development of the Caspian region of the Russian
Federation were discussed on the Caspian Ecological Forum (August 11, 2008, Astrakhan),
who opened «Caspian Sea Day»in Russia.”

In the final recommendations of the activities of the “Caspian Sea Day”, it was noted that at
the national level the most important task is the formation of coordinated, economically justified
complex approaches to managing the state of the sea and coastal environment of the Caspian Sea
to achieve the necessary conditions for sustainable development.

In national strategies and programs should be turned on include information on the coastal
area management, including on biodiversity conservation, management of specially protected
natural areas, sustainable and rational use of the biological resources, as well as on the
implementation of measures,associated with a decrease in the negative impact on the sea
environment of the Caspian Sea of natural and anthropogenic factors.

At the national level, the final recommendations also provided for:

-the need of improving at the national level of the marine coastal nature management
system in order to increase its effectiveness The marine coastal nature management should be
based on synergy of the natural resource environment and socio-economic development;

-the need of environmental optimization of existing nature management regimes by
forming effective economic mechanisms given the possible risks of their development and the
possibilities of applying the best existing technologies to maintain ecosystem stability;

-improve the management of the sea and coastal ecosystems of the Caspian Sea through
the development and implementation of national strategies and plans;

- the need of developing effective criteria for rational nature management within the
framework of strategies for the socio-economic development of the Caspian subjects;

-inclusion in national strategies and plans information related to the preservation of
biodiversity, the management of the protected natural territories, sustainable and rational use of
biological resources, as well as with the implementation of measures to reduce the negative
impacts of natural and anthropogenic factors on the management of the coastal territory, which is
under the affected by proximity to the sea;

-determination of maximum permissible modes of taking of natural resources and
environmental load on elements of the natural environment (pollution, exhaustion, etc.);

- the need of the development of national systems of complex environmental monitoring
of different levels, including production environmental monitoring, performed during the
geological study, exploration and production of hydrocarbon raw materials.

Another functional direction of the “Caspian Sea Days” 2008-2019 in the Caspian subjects
of Russia is propaganda of the Tehran Convention among the public and other interested
parties for solution of the environmental problems of the Caspian.

Since the sea environment of the Caspian requires a radically new attitude towards itself
from society, then environmental information and educational meetings are of particular
importance in the Caspian region.

Improving various educational programs and practical training for various groups of society
increases awareness of the prevention of pollution of the sea environment of the Caspian,
including of pollution marine litter.

In the Caspian region of Russia “Caspian Sea Days” is celebrated by the regular conduct of
various thematic forums and environmental actions with the active participation of the public.

Within the framework of the “Caspian Sea Days”, environmental actions in the Caspian
subjobs of Russia contributed to building the potential in the field of environmental education
and education, distribution and promotion of scientific knowledge to preserve the sea and coastal
environment of the Caspian Sea.

The accumulated experience and real contribution of the Astrakhan state natural biosphere
reserve in the formation of the environmental imperative of the life values of the younger
generation was especially noted.

Events of the “Caspian Sea Days” 2008-2019 showed the importance for solving the
environmental problems of the Caspian Sea of the formation of tripartite environmental
partnerships “Public—Business—Government”, which should be based on the effective
functioning of the network of public support of the Tehran Convention.



Reports on the holding of events, dedicated to the «Caspian Sea Day» in the Caspian
subjects are presented at the Caspian Environment Information Centre (CEIC) of the Tehran
Convention.

The National Public Support network of the Tehran Convention includes various public,
scientific and youth organizations of the Astrakhan region, the Republic of Dagestan, the
Republic of Kalmykia.

At the events of the “Days of the Caspian Sea” in the Caspian region of Russia 2008-2019,
representatives of the public, persons making decisions ,business, including the oil and gas
industries, discussed the following topics actual for 2025:

-achievement environmentally sustainable development of the Caspian Sea and its coastal
zone taking into account the Goals of the Sustainable Development of the UN;

-Caspian Sea level fluctuation;

-pollution from land-based sources,including including marine litter and marine plastic
waste;

-to take into account the specifics of ecological risks at developing and transporting
hydrocarbon resources in the Caspian Sea region,;

-monitoring of the environment of the Caspian Sea;

-conservation of the biological diversity and aquatic biological resources of the Caspian
Sea;

-development of common approaches to harmonize the implementation of the EIA
procedure.

The final documents of the "Days of the Caspian Sea" 2014, 2015, 2017, 2019 years’
formulated the relevant recommendations:

-it is necessary to use the Tehran Convention and its protocols as an effective mechanism
to achieve the goals of the environmentally sustainable development of the Caspian Sea region.

In the in the of preventing pollution, including pollution by marine litter and marine
plastic waste:

-for solving the problem of preventing, reducing and controlling pollution related to the
discharge of polluted wastewater, depletion and pollution of the surface water and groundwater

related to it should be reduced

-it is necessary to organize scientific research on the study of the impact marine litter and
microplastics as persistent pollutants for marine and coastal the biological diversity and habitat.

In the field of preventing oil pollution:
- using of the best available technologies oil fields;

-reduction in the number of sea platforms and lengths of underwater pipelines by means
of maximum integration with existing fish fishing structures;

-it is necessary to develop special requirements for laying and operating oil pipelines both
on the Sea and on its coastal parts (taking into account the hydrometeorological and geological
characteristics of the activity area).

-after the depletion of oil fields sea oil and gas structures, it is recommended not to
liquidate the supporting contractions sea oil and gas structures, including artificial islands, since
the dismantling will inevitably result in a larger negative impact on the seabed and its
inhabitants.

In the field of environmental monitoring of the Caspian Sea:

-for adequate management of the Caspian Sea marine and coastal environment and
regulation of anthropogenic impacts on the ecosystem of the Caspian Sea, it is necessary to
improve the monitoring system of the marine and coastal environment pollution.

-it is important so that the Caspian Sea Environmental Monitoring Program (EMP)
contributes to assessments of the state, determining environmental risks and developing
measures to protect the environment of the Caspian Sea,;

-it is important the development of the national systems of integrated ecological
monitoring at various levels, including industrial ecological monitoring which is carried out
during the geological research, exploration and production of hydrocarbons.

In the field of conservation of biological resources of the Caspian in the context of the
development of oil and gas fields:

-In order to conserve the biodiversity and bioresource of the Caspian Sea in the context of the oil
and gas fields development, it is necessary to update and use special environmental and fisheries
requirements that can contribute to the achievement of sustainable development of the region

-It is necessary to minimize the negative impact on the bottom environment in the most
vulnerable period of the benthos life cycle when developing hydrocarbon deposits, accompanied
by violation of the seabed.



Impact on the state of the marine environment of the Caspian:

-Since the Tehran Convention considers the Caspian as a single geographically and
environmentally system-holistic object, that any impact on the marine environment of the
Caspian should be evaluated taking into account potential cross—borde impact.

-It is necessary to work out common approaches and further methodologies for
harmonizing the implementation of the EIA procedure, as well as to develop special tools to
promote environmental requirements in all Caspian countries.

The problem of climate change in the Caspian Sea region and associated with these changes
sea level fluctuation and their impact on the region, which became the source of the formation of
the Tehran Convention is an important actual problem for the Caspian Sea region discussed at
the Caspian Sea Day events’.

The main provisions of the Tehran Convention and its protocols include the problems of
fluctuations in the level of the Caspian Sea, associated with climate changes, and provide:

-conducting the necessary scientific research and the agreed measures and procedures to
alleviate implications of the sea level fluctuations of the Caspian Sea (Article 16.);

- Applying an integrated approach to the development of coastal areas on the basis of,
inter alia, coastal areas planning (item 1, Article 10 of the Moscow Protocol);

- Undertaking measures to develop and implement national strategies and plans for the
planning and management of the land affected by proximity to the sea (Article 15 of the Tehran
convention);

-improvement of knowledge about the hydrological regime and ecosystem dynamics of
the Caspian Sea including sea level fluctuations and the effects of such fluctuations on the Sea and
coastal ecosystems (p.g Article 20);

The use of mitigating measures to reduce negative effects of natural hazards such

-as long-term sea-level fluctuation, storm-surges, storms, earthquakes and coastal erosion
on the population and infrastructure of the coastal areas.(p.larticle10 Moscow Protocol)

- Integration of biological diversity conservation and environmental protection provisions
into national and/or regional development planning (item (a), Article 12 of the Ashgabat
Protocol).

At the events of the "Caspian Sea Day” 2008-2019 participants considered the problems
associated with fluctuations in the level of the Caspian Sea, such as the degradation of coastal
landscapes, the destruction of coastal habitats. By the speakers were presented interesting
data.

® At the event of the UNEP1994 , with the participation of official representatives of the five Caspian states (the
First meeting of the UNEP working group, according to the consequences of climate change in the Caspian
Sea Moscow, May 20-24), it was proposed to consider within the framework of the UNEP the possibility of
developing the legal mechanism of regional cooperation of the Caspian states for the Protection of the Marine
Environment of the Caspian Sea



It is noted that the fluctuations in the level of the Caspian affect the number of populations
of various species and their spatial placement. Also, fluctuations in the level of the Caspian,
determine the biological and landscape diversity of the region, its nature and the most important
characteristic features Landscaping and biological diversity both in the water area so and land
are largely supported by these fluctuations.

For the formation of bioresources of the sea, the state of its level and the amplitude of the
oscillations are of great importance Fluctuations in the sea level radically change the
environmental conditions for the development of biocenoses in the mouth of the rivers. The high
fish productivity of the Caspian Sea is associated with the annual influx of river water, with
which organic and inorganic nutrients come, the especially its shallow northern partproduction
properties of the sea itself are also changed.

Based on the analysis of perennial data characterizing the ecosystem and biological
resources of the Volga-Caspian basin in the conditions of a changing water regime of rivers and
the sea, it is concluded that a decrease in the level to minus 29.0 m considered as a catastrophic
one is critical for the ecosystem and bioresors.

The consequences of changes in sea level lead to deep transformations of the Caspian
coastal zone, changes in the conditions for the placement of numerous species of nesting birds,
the areas of the riding of many species of fish, fluctuations in salinity, as well as changes in the
influence of groundwater levels on the adjacent territories, etc.

The accounting of potential fluctuations in the level of the Caspian is of great importance
regarding ensuring the normal functioning of protected areas The border of water-swamp land
the “Wolga Delta” is associated with the fall of the level of the Caspian Sea.

With a decrease in sea level, new islands are formed, for example, the “Pearl island” in the
Northern Caspian.This island was originally formed during the last regression of the Caspian of
the 50s-70s of the twentieth century. The pearl island became a favorite place for nesting for
many waterfowl, on this island also extensive rookery of Caspian seals appeared.

In 2024, in connection with the regression of the level of the Caspian, a new newly formed
island was discovered on the site of a shallow Bank of "Middle Pearl", which over time, can
become a haven for birds and seals.

The problems related to climate changes in the Caspian region within the framework of the
Tehran Convention were considered by participants of the scientific conference on October 27-
28, 2021 (“Climate change in the Caspian Sea region”), organized in the framework of
cooperation Tehran Convention with the Coordinating Committee on Hydrometeorology and
Pollution Monitoring of the Caspian Sea (CASPCOM). Representatives of the scientific
community of the region took part in the conference.

The speakers at the conference contributed to the further development of issues of changes
in the level of the Caspian Sea, the influence of climate changes on the ecosystem and
biodiversity of the Caspian Sea, the economic consequences of climatic changes and adaptation
measures.

One of the important results of the 2021 scientific conference, confirmed by the decision of
the Sixth session of the Conference of the Parties to the Convention (October 2022), is the



creation of a joint scientific network for research and evaluating the interaction between climate
change and fluctuations in sea level and their potential consequences.

Organization a similar scientific conference "Change in the climate in the region of the
Caspian Sea" within the framework of the Tehran Convention and the CASPCOM is expected in
2026.

Currently, in connection with the entry into force of the Moscow Protocol in 2024, the
important theme of the Tehran Convention, also discussed at the "Caspian Sea Days” events,
has become the problems of the pollution from land-based sources and oil in the sea and coastal
environment of the Caspian Sea region, including waste and marine litter.

The Moscow protocol provides to prevent, control, reduce and to the maximum extent
possible eliminate pollution of the marine environment from land-based sources and activities in
order to achieve and maintain an environmentally sound marine environment of the Caspian Sea.

An important area of activity of the Tehran Convention and the Moscow Protocol is the
determination of activities related to the impact on the sea and coastal environment of the region,
determined on the basis of their ability to pollute the marine environment-hazardous and toxic
waste; industrial wastewaters; municipal solid waste and wastewaters and etc.

In accordance with the Moscow protocol, the priority of actions should be determined by
assessing the degree of impact on sea and coastal ecosystems and resources, public health.

The Moscow Protocol establishes the adoption special measures of protection against
land-based pollution and activities potentially harmful provides for the adoption and
implementation of national plans for achieving substantial reductions of inputs of pollutants from
point sources on the basis of the list of hot-spots

The Moscow protocol is taken into account the category of substances determined on the
basis of their dangerous or other harmful characteristics, including the marine litter.

The marine litter is defined as “any persistent industrial or processed, discarded, utilized or
throw solid materials”. The marine litter for the Caspian region in the near future will be a
possible environmental risk.

The effectiveness of actions to solve the environmental problems of the Caspian depends on
the use of an integrated approach to managing activities on land and at sea, taking into account
economic, social and environmental factors, consistent actions of various competent governing
bodies at the national and international levels, compatibility of response measures at various
levels, as well as the participation of public organizations, the activities of which corresponds to
the actual identified topics.

Currently, to consider the role of the public in solving the environmental problems of the
Caspian in the framework of the activities of the Tehran Convention, we have chosen
organizations: Astrakhan regional branch of the All Russian Public Organization "Russian phical
Society-Astrakhan and SINTEKO-N LLC, Republic of Dagestan, Makhachkala.

These organizations are engaging currently actual problems for the Caspian region:
fluctuations in sea level and prevent various pollution in the sea and coastal environment of the



Caspian region,they participate in the activities of the TehranConvention, including participation
in the “Caspian Sea Day”.

In 2019, 2025, with the participation of the Astrakhan branch of the RGO reconnaissance
expeditions were organized in order to study the ancient coastal lines of the Caspian Sea,
including through underwater research.The expedition was carried out on the hydrographic
vessel of the Caspian flotilla — a large hydrographic vessel (BGK) Vasily Pisachenko.

In the process of the 2019 expedition, the depths around the island of Pure Bank were
clarified, O. Small Pearl and Kulalinsky Bank were investigated.

A complex of hydrographic and hydrometeorological observations was carried out, water
samples for salinity, phyto and zooplankton were taken, underwater research was carried out.

Preliminary conclusions noted the need for further, detailed studies of the shallow sections
of the Russian part of the northern Caspian water area.

The materials obtained during the research showed an increase in the number of the Alien
Species in the waters of the Northern Caspian.

It was noted an almost complete absence of the vegetation on Small Pearl, as well as the
permanent inhabitant of this island — the Caspian Seal.

The 2025 (Annex 1) expedition on the Small GS-599 hydrographic vessel of the Caspian
Flotilla included a number of studies and cartography in the Volga-Caspian channel, on the
Astrakhan Sea Raid and in the area of the island of near the border with Kazakhstan at the
Caspian.

The Ucatnyi island (the total area -about 15 km?2) is uninhabited ,it located in the Caspian
Sea, it covered with sand, on which the plants of shallow water grow. There are many birds on
the island (pelicans, heron, cormorants, etc.).

There was a need to carry out a set of measures to monitor and mapping these changes due
to the stable, continuing decrease in the level of the Caspian Sea, and related to these changes in
the outlines of the coastline of the Caspian Sea (especially in its northern part), as well as an
increase in the area of the border islands of the Volga avandelta.

In May 2025, during a joint expedition of the Caspian branch of the Institute of Oceanology
of the Russian Academy of Sciences and the Astrakhan reserve, an island was discovered near
the Volga delta, in the northern part of the Caspian Sea, 30 kilometers southwest of the island of
the "Small pearl" in the russian sector of the water area.



The island was formed as a result of the ongoing fall of the level of the Caspian Sea. The
island surrounds shallow , it looks like a flat wet plain with sandy ridges and furrows formed,
probably, underwater flowing.

While maintaining the trend to reduce the level of the Caspian Sea, this island in the coming
years can significantly increase its area and gain greater potential value as a place for nesting of
rare species of birds and the rooks of the Caspian Seal.

In general, difficultly predictable fluctuations in sea level cause significant damage to the
economy of coastal territories, create risks for infrastructural objects of oil production, aquatic
biological resources, etc. Despite the existing difficulties in the prediction of the level of the
Caspian Sea, such a task in modern conditions is very relevant.

The organization "SINTECO"-the Republic of Dagestan-Makhachkala, (General Director is
A. Mungiyev) with more than 20 years of exposure to neutralize oil and drilling waste,
purification of soil and water from oil and oil products, rehabilitation of damaged landscapes
took an active part in the activities of the Tehran Convention and projects “Caspian
environmental program” supporting the activities of the Convention.

At one of the oldest oil fields in Dagestan (Berikaysky deposit with an area of about 15
hectares), the technology of bio—destruction of oil pollution of water, soil and oil and oilshopers
was applied.

The process of purification of pollution is usually complex combining physicochemical
methods with microbiological reduction and, at the final stage, the organization of the restoration
of the landscape of the coastal zone or water area.

At polygon over 3,000 tons of drilling waste formed during the drilling of the well “Central
-1” in the Caspian Sea were neutralized.

This project was implemented within the framework of the implementation of the concept of
“Zero dropping”, during exploration and production of hydrocarbon resources in the water area
in the Caspian Sea.
